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SUMMARY OF FINDINGS FROM COBA 2014 CENSUS 
Multichannel broadcasters increase UK TV production to record levels – investment up nearly 50% on 2009 census.

COBA’s second census covers 2011-2013 and builds on COBA’s 2012 census, also by independent media analysts Oliver & Ohlbaum. It examines investment in UK TV content by COBA members and is sponsored by the British Film Commission and Film London. COBA is the trade association for multichannel broadcasters.

Overview

COBA members invested a record £725m in UK television production last year. This is the highest level of investment in UK content from the multichannel sector since COBA’s census started, and is up nearly 50% on 2009’s figure of £487m. 

Other findings included:

· Amongst the strongest areas of growth, investment in new (‘first-run’) UK production was up 53% on 2009, rising from £387m to £597m in 2013.

· Also showing strong growth, investment in UK programmes made by independent TV producers was up 18% on the previous census. 

· Multichannel broadcasters have increased investment in UK news and current affairs to nearly £90m per annum, up 2.8% per annum since the last census.

· The new tax reliefs for animation and high-end TV are working well, attracting production based across the UK.
